2015 has been a year of abundant grace for HKCNP. Aside from regular
ministries we have actively worked on the five ministry focuses ( Unity,
Advocacy, Mobility, Community and Charity ). Thanks to the Lord that
our works have received positive response from churches and different
fields in Hong Kong. For example, in 10.10.10 Anti-Poverty Campaign
we spread the news and information of poverty alleviation in Hong
Kong, and over 340 churches and organizations participated in various
actions, experience program and supported us through donations. At
the same time we also called for churches, institutions and Christians in
Hong Kong to join us on the United Nation's “International Day for the
Eradication of Poverty” to concern for the vulnerable groups and serve
the poor in Hong Kong. On 29th Oct we organized a “Poverty Forum”
with more than 30 Chinese and English partner churches and received
strong responses. It has united power from cross-regional and cross-
cultural groups and becomes a good witness for Christ.

We continued to implement the “Growth Scheme for the New
Generation” and actively tried to inhibit inter-generation poverty. We
also concern how youngsters can move up the social ladder nowadays,
as many of them feel frustrated about their future development due to
lack of opportunities. In Nov-15, HKCNP has hoisted a “Youth Upward
Mobility Mentorship Program” Sharing Session, in which churches,
schools and business from different fields discussed on how to provide
opportunities of youth upward mobility. More than 100 business leaders
have participated in the discussion. Thanks to the Lord!

We will continue our mission of poverty care in 2016 and join churches
to be a united witness for poverty alleviation work. We will participate
in the 9th Chinese Congress On World Evangelization to discuss with
leaders from Chinese churches over the world about research in
cross-culture, poverty alleviation and discipleship. We want to prompt
Chinese churches across the world to participate in serving the poor
with Christian love.

Please pray for us as we are studying on how to promote concerns for
elderly poverty issues in Hong Kong.

Every year, HKCNP will appropriate funds as subventions when NGO partners
apply for Government project funding. In 2014, we have reserved the funding of CDF
Batch 5 program for our partners. However, one of the proposals of our partners was
rejected in the beginning of 2015, and hence the related provision in 2014 had to be
reversed, coupled with the fact that the Government did not launch the next batch
in 2015, this project has a credit balance in the income statement in 2015. We are
expecting that the Government will launch the CDF Batch 6 program in 2016 and
continue to launch new program every year. Therefore, the continuous support from
our donors would be necessary to keep the program running.
