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In 2002, a group of church leaders gathered together
to discuss about the poverty problems in Hong Kong
and the “Church Campaign for the Unemployed” was
formed as a result. The work was fruitful and the situation
improved a bit. Then the “Hong Kong Church Network
For The Poor ” (HKCNP) was formed in 2006 in order to
have joint effort with churches, Christian organizations
and Christians to render relief to the poor, eradicate
poverty and render pastoral care to the poor. The
three organizations were invited to join as supporting
organizations.”

HKCNP does not have abundant financial resources. We
only have an office which is free of charge. Most of our
duties are carried out by 3 full time staffs and some duties
are carried out by part-time staffs or even volunteers.
We see much grace from God when reviewing the work
in 2014. Thus we should give thanks to all brothers
in Christ and friends who have taken part in offering
support, giving guidance, praying for us and sending
us donations. Even showing your smiling face to us do
give us strength to move forward and all these show our
united witness in Christ :

Church : With same attitude as Christ, act as brothers
with love and also serve the poor more from
pastoral perspective.

Care : Caring for the poor through multiple effective
means. Also build up long term poverty policy
through advocacy and education.

Poor : Have a deep sense of what poverty is with an
understanding of the causes and effects behind.
Take action to transform the situation

Network : Utilizing the district based network to mobilize

more resources to serve the poor by means
of development, promotion and setting up
linkage.

Last year HKCNP participated in the work of “unity”,
“advocacy”, “mobility”’, “community” and “charity”.
Details will be shown in this Annual Report.

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The Hong Kong Chinese Christian Churches Union,
Hong Kong Christian Council, Hong Kong Church
Renewal Movement, and a group of Christians have
been deeply concerned and worried about various
issues in Hong Kong during 2002: unemployment
was worsening; along with a rise in suicidal and family
violence cases; while a pessimistic sentiment prevailed
across the society. To witness Christ’s love and take
appropriate action of love, in April 2002, the Church
Campaign For the Unemployed was set up to raise
funds from churches and the public to create more
than 1,000 jobs and start-up business opportunities.

By early 2005, the employment situation in Hong Kong
improved, but the gap between the rich and the poor
continued to widen. To arouse concern for the poverty
issue among churches, a seminar on showing concern
for poor families in Hong Kong was held in January
2005 for pastors and church workers, followed by a
press conference. Churches were called on to help the
poor break the inter-generational poverty. For example,
by allowing access to their venues to poor children,
providing free tuitions and social activities for them,
and other partnership schemes, etc. The event won
strong support from various sectors.
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In April 2006, the Church Campaign For the
Unemployed was formally renamed the Hong Kong
Church Network for the Poor.

Since establishment, the Hong Kong Church Network
for the Poor (the Network), Christian Union, Christian
Council and Renewal Movement together work
on uniting different denominations and churches
in concern of the poverty issues of Hong Kong.
Concerning cross-generation poverty elimination
and the growth of youngsters of families in poverty,
we called for disciples to become companions of
youngsters and walk the journey of life together. At
the same time, the Network has actively worked on
a church-based mentorship scheme. After a year of
preparation, in 2007 we launched a new generation
mentorship program in the community.

In the last few years the Union not just worked on
poverty care directly, but also called on churches to
concern for the poor public population, give aids and
take care of those with physical needs.

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During last year, the Advocacy and Education
Committee (the Committee) endeavored to arouse
community caring of HKSAR Government, churches
and Christians for the poor.

At the end of 2013, the Committee had collected views
from various professionals and frontline workers. It later
made recommendations for 2014 Policy Address on
government policies for poverty after Government set
the official poverty line.

The Committee emphasized that “material” and “social
network” poverty are rooted in the problem of poverty. It
is of course indispensable for the Government to provide
more subsidies, and to further improve effectiveness of
poverty alleviation projects like food banks. Meanwhile,
“social network” poverty affects whether the subsidized
could break away from inter-generation poverty. Different
sectors of the society have to make efforts together
to arouse community caring. Community-based
poverty alleviation work is of particular importance.
The Committee also shared HKCNP’s experience in
running a Child Development Fund project. Based on
the achievements of the programme, the Committee
recommended short-term relief together with mid-and-
long-term poverty alleviation, pioneered strategic policies
on prevention and breakaway of poverty, as well as ways
to deal with working poverty and assistance for elders.

At the end of 2014, the Committee again made
recommendations for 2015 Policy Address with respect
to the upward mobility of young people in the society. It
shared HKCNP’s belief on the community transformation
model, with examples and outcomes of district-based
training and employment in areas like Tung Chung, Kam
Tin and Sham Shui Po, and gave proactive response to
the Government’s initiative to address district issues at
the district level.

Several committee members of HKCNP, namely Rev Po
Kam Cheong, Rev Luk Hang Chuen and Dr. Chan Nim
Chung, have written articles in Christian Times on the
vision of Hong Kong churches joining hands in caring
for the poor from a biblical perspective. As they have
pointed out, the Government should of no doubt pulling
resources of the society together to alleviate poverty.
But churches have certain roles to play on this part
as well. They should apply Bible’s teaching in doing
that. We have also set up a coloumn on “Stories of the
Poor” in Christian Weekly, so that more know about their
situation and needs.

We must understand that in face of such serious
problem of poverty, efforts of individual churches
will never be enough. Yet, Christians shall not be
discouraged. Instead by bringing all Hong Kong
churches together with prayers, hope and resources
inclusion, we will give good witness of Jesus Christ

among the poor. We will also motivate the public to
foster a caring and justice society. We would like to
pass this message to churches.

HKCNP also engages passionate Christians by
organising a programme with Mission to New Arrivals.
It brings participants out of the conventional way of
helping the poor. Rather, they have had first-hand
experiences sleeping on streets, collecting garbage,
and really getting a feel of the grassroots’ life living
under the official poverty line. Participants’ post-
programme sharing will appear in a Ming Pao column,
with a view to spread the message.

A seminar on poverty alleviation in the Shatin district
was held at Shatin Baptist Church on 18 March, 2014.
The seminar aimed at arousing love and care of
Christians in Shatin for the poor, and transforming the
district together with other local partners. 89 Christians
of 33 churches took part in the seminar, and then
formed a network to follow up with district work on
poverty. They have also held joint churches activities,
such as 10.10.10 Shatin Sharing Feast, to transform
the district. HKCNP has later organized with Shatin
Baptist Church a course on “How Christians should
act in response to the uneven distribution of wealth”. It
has transformed participants’ knowledge into passions
and willingness to take actions. The course has been
video-taped for other churches. We are also promoting
churches to organize the “poor and rich banquet”
activity.

In recent years, global economic environment and the
situation in Hong Kong has kept evolving rapidly. In
view of such changes, the Committee advocate to the
Government, churches and the public HKCNP's visions
and beliefs: a united testimony of churches, a goal to
empower the helped to become helpers, a district-
based serving, and a mission of transforming from one
person to the entire district. We hope that these would
serve as references for churches and the public, so that
Hong Kong churches acknowledge from multi-angles
poverty alleviation related issues, strategies and beliefs.
Our goal is to arouse pastors, deacons and fellow
Christians to care for the poor and glorify our Lord.

Church Sharing

E.F.C.C. Kong Fok Church has organized a Poor and
Rich Banquet in response to HKCNP’s promotion.
Church fellows get to understand the poverty problem
in Hong Kong through first-hand experience of
Hunger, and reflect on their roles as Christians. The
banquet is unexpectedly well-received, with more than
60 participants. Some say this is the first time they
experience the plight of the poor. Many are willing to
consider making more efforts to alleviate poverty in their
districts.
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Hong Kong encounters a sizeable
poverty problem. The Gini Coefficient
which measures its income disparity
has risen to 0.537, the highest among 28
advanced economies. On average, one-fifth
of its population lives below the official poverty line,
struggling only to earn a living. How do churches
address such needs and act together as a united
witness of Christ?

“HKCNP 10.10.10. Anti-Poverty Campaign”
In response to the poverty problem, Hong Kong
Church Network for the Poor (HKCNP) has, for three
consecutive years, promoted an annual “10.10.10.
Anti-Poverty Campaign” on 17 October. This is the
International Day for the Eradication of Poverty of
United Nation’s member states. Together in October,
participating churches and organisations shall spend
10 minutes to pray for the needs of the poor, and
encourage Christians to contribute 10 dollars (or its
multiples) on anti-poverty work. Praise the Lord that
more than 150 churches and organisations have
joined the campaign this year. They show support of
anti-poverty, serve the underprivileged in Hong Kong,
and speak for them. A list of participants is set out in
the following.

Every participating church or organisation has its own
way of supporting the campaign, such as sharing of
message, praying and experiencing poverty alleviation
work. Ma On Shan Baptist Church has encouraged its
fellow Christian members to contribute money saved
from skipping a meal. The amount collected was then
allocated to arrange a “Homely Meal” gathering in
December for some low-income families and friends
met in food bank.

“10.10.10. Shatin Sharing Feast”

Apart from individual churches, some district
networks have been good witnesses of Christ through
collaborated service for the needy. In the Shatin
district, HKCNP has co-organised with five churches
and organisations a “10.10.10. Sharing Feast”. 30
tables in the banquet have served more than 360
people in need in the district. They all had a delightful
night, eating full and feeling content. This event has
also gathered churches and volunteers in Shatin. They
have started, and will continue to bless the poor in
their district.

“Oct 17 A Fast of One Meal” Campaign
Christians in the commercial sector have also
supported the anti-poverty campaign by joining
the “1017 A Fast of One Meal” activity. On that day,
HKCNP invited various well-known figures of the
sector to share their experience of helping the poor.
Participants fasted together, and donated saved
money to the “Love Food Bank” as a direct support
of four partnering NGOs of HKCNP — Industrial
Evangelic Fellowship, Mission to New Arrivals Ltd.,
Jubilee Ministries and Urban Peacemaker Evangelistic
Fellowship. The activity was well-received and
sponsored by numerous organisations, including Hung
Fook Tong, The Association of Christian Accountants,
Ming Tak Tag & Label Printing Ltd., VCAST (Asia) Ltd.,
The Hong Kong China Foundation, E.FC.C. Kong Fok
Church, Hong Kong Broadband Network, Bamboos
Health Care Holdings Ltd., Christian Fellowship of
the New World Development Company Ltd., AXA and
GOD-Platform. Review of the activity can be found
on www.hkcnp.org.hk/1017.

The 2014 “10.10.10. Anti-Poverty Campaign” would
not have been run smoothly without the support
and participation of various sectors. However, this
is just the beginning of our work.

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HKCNP has advocated and implemented the
“Mentorship Programme” since 2007. The idea
was well supported by the Government, which set
up the Child Development Fund (CDF) in 2008. We
deeply believe that the key to poverty alleviation and
breakaway of inter-generational poverty is not just about
money; it relies even more on human beings.

In 2013, HKCNP and the Hong Kong Polytechnic
University (PolyU) conducted a research study on
the Faith-based Mentorship Programme, one of
the CDF Pioneer Projects run by two participating
organisations, Industrial Evangelistic Fellowship and
Christian Action. The study report has been made
public upon completion. Dr. Ng Chi-wai Eddie of the
Department of Applied Social Science, PolyU, also
wrote an article in Ming Pao on the opportunities and
challenges of teenagers in poverty on 16 April, 2014.
In order to understand more about how the Mentorship
Programme helps children, we have again invited PolyU
to conduct a faith —base research study on the 4" batch
Child Development Fund project.You may kick into our
website : hittp:/goo.gl/vUIID4 to know more.

The Mentorship Programme Committee has also invited
various members to write in a Christian Weekly column,
and show that the growth and development of poor
children depends on the good mentors. They are role
models for the children.

Dr. Chan Ching-hai, Charles, a board member of
HKCNP says that many mentors, after participating in
the programme, have realized how love and wisdom are
both important in building up relationship with children.
They have grown a lot from the programme.

At the end of the programme, our partner organisations
held a graduation ceremony, in which teenagers
performed achievements accomplished under their
personal development plans.

Until 2014, HKCNP has sponsored the matching fund
of 2600 mentees. They came from 20 projects during
four batches carried out by partner organisations:
Industrial Evangelic Fellowship, Christian Action, Urban
Peacemaker Evangelistic Fellowship, Baptist Oi Kwan
Social Service and Yang Memorial Methodist Social
Servicel the programmes covered districts like Sham
Shui Po, Yuen Long, Kwun Tong, Cheung Kwan O, Sai
Kung, Tsuen Wan, Kwai Tsing, Hong Kong Island, Tuen
Mun, Kowloon City and Yau Tsim Mong.

However, there are still one-fifth of children living in poor
families. It shows that the Mentorship Programme has
to continue and extend. We hope to see our mentees
grow up combatting poverty, contribute to the society,
and become mentors for a new generation of children.
This could be considered our dream picture before the
society completely eradicates the problem of poverty.
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“Love in action” is one of the service in the Network,
connecting churches and institutions that offer food
aids. Through food and other materials as a starting
point and media, the program aims at spreading Christ’s
love and Gospel to the poverty.

The Network has initiated a diversified mode of services.
On the top of Love Food Bank, we added love food-
box, love bread, love clothes and festival foods sharing.
We also formed a partnership platform to extend the
services to a non-materialistic level. Give thanks to God
for this advancement!

Rainbow Foundation partnered with the Network
and provided free tickets of Noah’s Ark and meals
for churches, institutions and Christian schools to
invite grass-root classes. In 2014 4,355 visits were
recorded. Participating churches have also added
evangelistic programs, cross-age group activities and
family activities. There are also more Christian schools
participating in this activity. Through co-operation
between churches and schools, there are follow-ups
and care for participants after the program.

Methodist Evangelistic Ministry, the Media Evangelism
and the Network have organized “Son of God” Movie
Evangelistic Service. We have invited grass-root
families to watch the movie free with evangelistic
message sharing. 9 churches and institutions joined
and recorded 160 visits.

Tiendao Bookshop’s Free Book Coupon Scheme:
Through the Network’s co-ordination, 10 institutions and
churches have either given free book coupons to grass-
root persons or purchased books and put in the church
library for free borrowing by people in need.

Through the Network, the Hong Kong Chinese Christian
Churches Union have co-operated with 4 congregations
in Shek Kip Mei to organize an evangelistic lunch in
a Chinese restaurant, serving 156 grass-root friends
invited by the churches. The churches will follow-up
after the spreading the gospel.

Food Angel and Hung Fook Tong provided festival
foods, gift packs and lunchbox on a regular basis
(Mid-autumn festival, Dragon Boat Festival and Lunar
New Year). Churches could make good use of such
resources in visits. Those resources have also helped
start-up of community poverty-aid services.

Church Sharing

Kwai Chung New Life Church has been established for
about 40 years, and become an independent church
since 1992. The church have started community care
and grass-root services three years ago. But they
only accomplished about 40%-50% of their planned
work due to resource limitation. A year ago, we were
introduced to them through pastors in the regional
network. After becoming our partner they can get
access to more resources and later accomplished 80%
of their planned ministry work.

According to Mr. Law Siu Po, a ministry worker in the
church, there was little communication between the
church and its neighbour. After partnering with the
Network, they started to distribute food, festival foods
and invited neighbours to visit the Noah’s Ark. They
also prepared dessert and soup, opened the church
to serve poor families in the community. Such services
spread the name of Christ in the community. People
served gave thanks to our Lord Jesus while they were
cared and loved.

There were only one or two youngsters in the church
before. When the church started community services
and poverty care, youngsters found their missions and
became more devoted to serve in church together. Now
there were five or six young disciples becoming the
core group in serving the poor. It is a valuable lesson
and growth opportunity for the church.

Thanks to God for the opportunities He gave to serve
the poor.

Thanks to partners, who are willing to share suitable
and abundant resources.

Through resources and visits, “Love in action” have
advanced from material distribution to understanding
the needs and feelings of the poverty. Through different
types of activities, grass-root classes are encouraged
to be connected with the community and widen their
horizon, and Christians can share the faith with them.

“Love in action” as a whole connects churches,
Christian institutions and private enterprises to serve
the need in the community together. It turns love into
actions and transforms the society.
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Our Lord has heard the cry of the under-privileged people in Hong Kong, it

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Through establishing partnership with churches, frontline gospel organiza-
tions and Christians from all walks of life, “Hong Kong Network for the Poor”
creates a platform to perform advocacy and educational activities for the ‘
poor; as well as provide financial and prayer supports to the frontline agen- ‘
cies, churches and Christian communities, whom provide pastoral care to
the poor and carry out activities that help the poor to alleviate and over-
come poverty.

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Hong Kong Church Network for the Poor provides a unique set of services
to enable and support Christian ministries, NGOs and government depart-
ments to collaborate together to improve the physical, emotional and spirit-
ual being of poor people with the ultimate goal to alleviate inter-generational
poverty in Hong Kong. HKCNP’s knowledge-based, caring and trusted ser-
vices enable big, small and medium sized Christian ministries, that aim to
to serve the poor to form a community therefore leveraging one another’s
experience, expertise and resources together with NGOs , business as
well as government departments . Thus in turn, help them better fulfil their
mandates or missions by reaching a higher number of poor people other-
wise not accessible to them, anywhere in Hong Kong.

Promote churches to participate in District work and
the transformation it made.

Promote among churches that they need to engage
in serving the community, building a network, and
bringing about community transformation

Community transformation, as initiated by the Hong
Kong Church Network for the Poor (hereinafter
known as “HKCNP”), implies firstly to unite different
denominations, churches and institutions as they
address the basic needs of poor, and empower and
equip them with social skills, and help them to regain
self-reliance and self-confidence. The goal is to equip
them to re-enter community life. Economic growth
and unity can be sustained in the community by
consolidating the district network. More importantly we
would like to turn receivers of charity into givers, and
hopefully sustain this culture of give and take.

We believe that “Community Transformation” does not
merely happen to an individual, but a congregation or a
team. Therefore, we are committed to stay connected
to like-minded organisations to alleviate poverty
through partnerships of churches in the district. We
have achieved a remarkable result over the last year.

In January 2014, the HKCNP organized a Vision
Sharing Session. Mr. Ricky Szeto of Hung Fook Tong
(a Christian), Rev. YU Yan-ming (Chief Pastor of Shatin
Methodist Church), and Rev LI Ping-kwong shared
their convictions and called for more assistance from
churches.

Later, on 18 March, the HKCNP, in collaboration with
Shatin Baptist Church, Christian and Missionary
Alliance Shatin Church, Shatin Methodist Church, Poon
Kwong Mo the evangelist, New Arrivals Ministry and
Chinese YMCA of Hong Kong held a conference about
poverty alleviation in Shatin. The conference included
seminars, workshops and exhibitions. More than a
hundred pastoral staff participated, to serve the poor in
the neighbourhood, and present a unified testimony to
the public.

Later on 24 April, we organized another symposium
to exchange ideas on how to care for the poor. In

October, the HKCNP invited grass-roots families to
enjoy a banquet in Shatin (10.10.10.), feeding more
than 300 people.

Moreover the Kwun Tong network sought to serve the
poor in the district. In December, HKCNP sponsored
some volunteers to deliver the gospel to the needy,
sang Christmas carols and celebrate Christmas.

Meanwhile, the HKCNP and “Christian Times”
established a special column known as the “District
Tour”. In April, Dr. Philemon Choi, the vice-chairman of
the HKCNP, responded to government policy address.
He emphasized “Addressing localized issues on a
local level”. And he shared a case study from the Kam
Tin ministry and then spoke about: How to strike a
balance between culture and nature conservation and
development, how to achieve social harmony in a multi-
racial and multi-cultural scenario, and how to nurture
a new generation in a community. Despite a number
of challenges, Yuen Long Kam Kwong Church and
Kam Tin Nepali Church joined hands to serve the local
people, new arrivals and various ethnic groups, and
bring about racial inclusion as a wonderful witness for
our Lord.

Rev Chow Wing Fu has further elaborated how Hong
Kong Anglican St. Joseph Social Centre strives to
serve the community through education, evangelism,
social enterprise, and social service. These explicitly
illustrate our mission “Where there are needs, there
are services provided”. It also elaborates the truth that
“Inclusion and Growth” is not owned by social services;
but comes about through Christian’s applying biblical
principles in their daily lives.

Mr. Leung Kwok Chun, the Executive Director of
Good News Network (a partner agency of HKCNP),
shared how he has been ministering in his district over
the last seven years including providing services in
the community, street-level outreach, ministering at
schools, to fruit stall vendors, and visiting the elderly
that live alone; transforming the social landscape and
atmosphere in collaboration with other like minded
organisations.
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Since we believe community work should not just be
carried out only by local Chinese, we collaborated
with five English speaking churches to hold HKCNP’s
round-table conference 2014. It aimed to inspire more
English-speaking Christians to extend a helping hand
to the marginalized and disadvantaged in their circle,
and present a good testimony of Christ's love. The
event was warmly received and many participants
were motivated to initiate their own poverty alleviation
activities.

By mid-2014, Dr. Catherine Kwong Yuk Ting, a HKCNP
Executive Committee member, shared her experience
in the Urban Peacemaker ministry (they are a HKCNP
member organisation) in Kwai Tsing District. The District
accounts for 1/3 of Hong Kong’s industrial activities.
The Kwai Tung Estate is the biggest public housing
estate in Hong Kong, and houses the most numbers of
CSSA recipients in HK. Interim housing, old tenement
buildings and sub-divided units prevail in this district.
Sadly, over 20 people have committed suicide in Kwai
Sing District over the past three years.

Despite these challenges, Urban Peacemaker turned
this battlefield around. Working alongside 10 churches
in the area, they formed a community network and
organized evangelistic activities which met with
a favorable response; and many people became
Christians. An elderly resident who was once suicidal
was baptized; and now regularly attends Church.

We strongly believe that “Where there are needs, there
is Jesus’ love. ” — this holds true in areas like Shum
Shui Po which is known as the poorest area in Hong
Kong; or in Shatin that has the widest wealth gap in
Hong Kong; or in Kwun Tong where there is a lot of
redevelopment in progress, or in Kwan Tsing District
with all its problems, or the newly developed town
in Tung Chung, or in Kam Tin a developing area; or
in English-speaking churches. We hope that more
churches embracing the same mission as the HKCNP
will join us.

a
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With a constant effort being made towards district
consolidation, the HKCNP held a district-based poverty
alleviation sharing session on 26th November where
experienced advisers gave helpful tips to empower
more churches to join this charity work. Ms Yu Miu Wan
(Sham Shui Po district), Dr. Choi Fei Ming, Rev. Chow
Wing Fu (Kam Tin district), Mr. Tsang Wing Keung (Yau
Tsim Mong district) and Mr. Allen Ha Wing On (Tung
Chung district) were the guest speakers. Through this
interaction, ideas were exchanged between different
denominations, organizations, enterprises, government
departments and schools. Resources were also
shared. Inspired by a paradigm shift regarding poverty
alleviation and its importance to Christians from a
broader perspective, some churches were willing to
take the lead in this ministry. In addition, resources
play a vital role in poverty alleviation. In light of this,
we started planning a seminar in early 2015, sharing
experience and conviction about poverty alleviation to
inspire and empower each other.

Church’s Stories to share

The Shatin Methodist Church (hereinafter called “SMC”),
another of the HKCNP’s partners, was presented as an
example of how a church was part of a community and
included poverty alleviation as a regular programme.

SMC has engaged in poverty alleviation since 2013.
HKCNP’s executive members were sent there to
share their mission to address the needs of the
district. In 2014, SMC joined hands with the HKCNP
to draft a poverty alleviation plan and formulate a
new development model. It started getting involved
in community issues by supporting the container
terminal workers and offering services to the elderly
such as measuring blood pressure, and promoting
exercise and spiritual growth etc. Gradually these have
become regular activities. This is where there are close
connections between church and community — the
church becomes a light in the city and empowers the
district.
